The Feast of the Dedication of the Lateran Basilica
is a Catholic feast celebrated on November Sth to
commemorate the anniversary of the consecration
of the Archbasilica of Saint John Lateran in 324 AD.
This basilica is the official cathedral of the Bishop of
Rome (the Pope) and is considered the "mother
church" of the world. The feast celebrates the
importance of the church as a sacred space for
worship and as a symbol of the unity of the entire
Catholic Church.

e Significance: The basilica is the highest-
ranking church in the world and the official
cathedral of Rome, making it the "mother
and head of all churches of the city and of
the world".

e Global celebration: The feast was made a
worldwide commemoration in 1726 by
Pope Benedict Xlll to foster a sense of
universal Catholic unity.

e Meaning: The feast reminds Catholics of
the importance of both the physical
buildings where communities worship and
the spiritual temple that the Church is
meant to be—a spiritual community united
in Christ. Itis also a reminder of our shared
Catholic heritage.
